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If you attended the District Conference on SundayQctober 26, you heard Chaplain Vickers
give a report on our Blue Lake Campaign. The Baypmies District is now at $109,798.55 of our
$250,000 goal. What is surprising about this is #t we have only had 13 of our 78 churches
participating.

We also were reminded of the vote we took at Annli&onference to approve this campaign. It
was a unanimous vote! Not one single vote was casfainst having the campaign. But yet, thus far,
only 16.6% of the churches in the Baypines Districhave done anything with the campaign.

Let me remind each of us that we voted for this gapaign and we should now own it. The
future of Blue Lake rests in our hands. Only 19% bthe churches in the Annual Conference have
participated. This is about more than just Blue L&e. It is about touching and changing lives! The
history of Blue Lake is replete with stories of chaged lives. Are we going to be part of a greateiision
or let the vision die? Along with the death of ofailure to carry out the vision, we fail to providean
environment for the stories to continue.

A preacher’s widow is behind on her obligations.
To put it another way, she is broke and unable to
pay her bills. She is so far behind in payments in
order to clear up her debt, the collectors are
coming to take her children as slaves. Elisha, the
prophet, gives her a plan for her future and her
welfare. The plan is faithful and she fulfills her
obligations and keeps the children. In many ways
we can see ourselves, our situations in this story.
All that we have is lost. We have nothing. At the
point of bankruptcy and homelessness we think
we should give up. But the Master of the sea hears
our disparaging cry and from the waters lifts us
up. Love lifted us, when nothing else would help,
love lifted us.Faith is when you step out on
nothing and you land on somethingl am proud

to be a member of the body of Christ and thankful
to be a member of the United Methodist Church.
For over 224 years our Wesleyan heritage has
provided an opportunity for many people to land
on something when they had nothing. Keep
walking, keep stepping in the light of God. Never
forget the jars overflowed with oll.
